1. Be a post-graduate student enrolled in a Masters or Doctorate Program
at an educational institution in 2026-2027.

2. Have a cumulative grade point average (GPA) OF 3.5 for all collegiate and
post-graduate studies.

3. Prepare a typewritten personal statement essay not to exceed a single page.
4. Provide two (2) letters of recommendation on official stationery.

5. Provide official transcripts of all collegiate and any post-graduate studies
completed. Transcripts must be dated prior to May 2, 2026. (Additional
instructions middle of page 2 of application.)

6. Receive an Order of AHEPA or Daughters of Penelope District 20 Chapter
endorsement and verification of applicant’s membership for at least one (1) year
prior to the date of this application (Page 3).

7. Signed IRS information form (page 4).

8. Complete application packet must be dated/postmarked
On OR before MAY 2, 2026.

O 4. Two Letters of Recommendation: Letters must be written by two individuals who know
you well academically.
